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As I write the excitement of the 80 th birthday of Manning approaches and it makes us 
proud of the tradition of girls’ education in the c ity of Nottingham as we join our students, 
staff and parents in celebration and reflect on tho se achievements.

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         On Tuesday 1 st of March till Thursday 3 rd of March 
Years 7, 8 and 9 were involved in an architecture p roject 
with Miss Hodgson and visitors from outside of scho ol who 
run a nationwide programme called “Architecture for   
Everyone.”  It encourages young people from Britain 's 
 inner cities to consider a career in architecture and the 
built environment.  We met Rick from A4E project pa rtner 
Ignite Futures, Catherine an architect,  
Chrys an artist, former Manning Head Girl Veda and  
supporting the team were students from Nottingham T rent 
University School of Architecture, Marwa and Steven . 
         We started by doing an activity which invo lved  
smelling different smells that we may or may not ha ve 
come across before. One smelt like Flash cleaner an d one 
other like mint humbugs. We wrote down what it remi nded 
us of and the place it took us to. Then we took a l ong walk 
around the area, mainly down Robins Wood Road and 
Beechdale Road. We took pictures of buildings, boun da-
ries, shops and other things important and signific ant to 
the area, and of how much litter and badly built st ructures 
and footpaths there were. We wrote notes about the walk 
along the way.  
        When we got back we created a summary of ou r  
opinions about the area and then started discussing  what 
we wanted to keep in the area, things we wanted to add 
and things to improve. We all had great ideas like parks, 
allotments, wind turbines, solar panels, green roof s, bicycle 
routes, gardens, music studios and much more. Each 
group got a part of the area.
