School for Girls in this City, was realised. He dwe lt on the importance of a liberal education which 
would not only open out a successful career, but wo uld cultivate the attributes of a real woman: 
breadth of vision, understanding and self reliance.  He said that one of the tests of an educated  
person was that she would always be able to do and say the right thing at the right moment’ 
 
We hope that we have continued to foster this in th e young women of Manning School. We are 
proud that education for girls will continue with t he Nottingham Girls’ Academy and we are certain 
that these same ideals will follow through into the  new era. 
 
This term has continued in the usual flurry of acti vity at school. Students have visited Rwanda, have 
performed in the Music and Drama Showcase, competed  against other city schools, visited Paris, 
performed at the Nottingham Playhouse Year 11 celeb ration and much more besides. The Year 11 
and 10 students have completed their exams and we a re expecting the best set of results the  
students have ever achieved. 
 
We will end the school year in a formal assembly at  which the Golden Key of the school, presented 
by Councillor Manning back in 1931, will be formall y returned to Councillor David Mellen, hopefully 
for display as one of the city’s treasures. Then we  will end with The Big Picnic at which we will have  
street performers, story tellers, music and drummin g. At the close the old school bell will be rung fo r 
the final time at the school. 
 
We wish the Nottingham Girls’ Academy every success  with its continuing provision for girls’  
education in the city. 
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I would like to say well done to all the students i n 
Science who have successfully completed their 

BTEC Science qualifications and all the best in you r chosen pathways; continue to work 
hard and you will reap the benefits.  
The science faculty are expecting a 92% pass rate t his year and this will be our best yet, so 
well done girls and goodbye and all the best

in school to mark this event. As part of the activi ties taking place pupils have been  
experiencing creative approaches to learning scienc e. During the last week of term we 
are offering pupils the opportunity to share their knowledge with their parents/carers. This 
will be done as part of an interactive after-school  workshop for pupils and their  
parents/carers. 
Attendance at this after-school session requires pa rental/carer participation in order to 
make it a success. Places are limited and will be a llocated on a first-come first-served basis. 
The Edible Science workshop will take place on Mond ay 18th July from 3:45-4:30pm in the 
cookery room. 
The aim of the workshop is to provide pupils and th eir parents/carers with the opportunity 
to participate in the life of school and experience  science outside of the normal  
curriculum.

Penny was given a huge whole school photogr aph 

from when she attended, and Barbara  had the old Ma nning 
School logbook (in which Head Teachers ‘journal’ ac tivities at 

the school).  
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We were treated to an address from our joint Head G irls, Hazel 
Campbell and Victoria Kabiru. They spoke about the great 

opportunities Manning had presented them with and h ow privileged 
they felt to have attended the school. 

 
Certificates were presented by Mrs Cast and Mrs Sau nders for the 

Student Awards. There were lots of cheers and plent y of laughter as 
the winners were announced. 

 
Each Year 11 student was presented with a butterfly  favour to take 
away with them.

reflections on 
apebu school 

We received a very warm welcome at all the schools we 
visited. 
 
We went into an English lesson which was great fun – the 
teacher was extremely charismatic and engaged the g roup 
with just a blackboard and chalk. There are often 5 0 in a class 
in APEBU but this was a slightly smaller group. 
 
Robyne and Kynaat got the chance to teach a lesson for the 
students of APEBU school. It was excellent! The stu dents really 
enjoyed it – particularly when they got to taste th e English 
sweets that the girls had kindly bought for them. W e shared 
our ideas about what Britain means to us and they s hared 
their thoughts on what Rwanda means to them. It was  really 
interesting to exchange ideas. 
 
After that we met the school council at APEBU and h ad time 
to ask each other questions. It soon became clear t hat one of 
the biggest challenges the school faces is lack of resources to 
help them to learn English as all children in Rwand a are now 
obliged to take the national exams in English – thi s is a huge 
challenge when most schools only have books written  in 
Kinyarwandan or French. Of course, over the years M anning 
has donated books to the school but some of the old er 
students have already read them all. The other gift s from 
Manning to APEBU have been greatly welcomed – we to ok 
badminton equipment and footballs and the new  
Head teacher said that he was really keen to develo p sports 
in the school. 
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On our third day in Rwanda, our 
partner school asked if we would 
accompany them to Butare, 
Rwanda’s second largest ‘city’ 
and home to the National 
Museum. The two hour journey to 
Butare also passes through some of 
Rwanda’s most beautiful scenery – 
you can really see why it is known 
as the land of a thousand hills.  
 
We have all enjoyed the journeys 
to the places we have visited – 
although the singing has been a 
bit out of tune at times! It is really 
interesting to watch life going on 
out of the window. 
 
After the National Museum we 
visited the King’s Palace in Nyanza. 
Rwanda used to have a King and 

we found out about his life – 
including his many wives and the 
people who were responsible for 
the King’s beer and the King’s milk 
– apparently very important jobs! 
 
Later in the afternoon we met a 
representative from the British 
Council which is working with a 
number of schools in Rwanda and 
also helping the Government to 
teach English to government 
officials. 
 
In the evening we attended a 
dinner hosted by the governors of 
APEBU school. We enjoyed great 
food and were delighted and 
humbled to receive gifts – the 
generosity of the Rwandans is 
really special to see. Despite the 

school having so little they have 
been so kind to us. The chair of 
governors made a really moving 
speech, reminding us about the 
sad history of the school.  
 
The school was founded by 
parents in 1986 because they felt 
that Tutsi children were not getting 
a good education. In the 1994 
genocide 95% of these parents 
were killed in the church we visited 
earlier in the week. Many students 
were killed and others still bear the 
scars of the genocide. 
 
Despite this, the governors are 
hopeful for the future and feel that 
the partnership with Manning is 
helping them to move forward. It 
was a really lovely evening. 

akagera national park 
What an amazing day!!! We got up really early for t he three 
hour drive to Akagera National Park. It was worth t he 
bumpy journey – as soon as we entered the park we s aw 
zebras.  
 
As we went further into the park we saw lots of ani mals – 
impala, buffalo, zebra, warthogs, giraffe, hippos a nd 
baboons. We also saw lots of birds including a huge  eagle. 
It was really exciting and we got really close to t he animals. 
We also had the park virtually to ourselves – a rea lly 
unforgettable experience. 
 
Again, on the way there we passed through remote 
villages and were welcomed – everyone that we passe d 
waved and it again reminded us of the warmth of the  
Rwandan people.

arms, with everyone smiling and waving 

as we drove by.  The whole trip was

Highlight of the week…  There wasn’t a 
bad moment really, so it’s hard.  My 
personal highlight was probably the 

safari.  I was hanging out of the window 
taking pictures and waving at people.  It 

was a really happy time.  The people 
here are so amazing; the whole trip has 

been the highlight of my life. 
 

How can I pick one highlight?  It was all 
so amazing.  I have to say the school 

was the best part – they were so friendly 
and positive.  I loved watching the 

lesson and the teaching in the school 
was so good.  I will really miss Rwanda!

whole atmosphere in Rwanda – 
everyone is lovely, friendly and positive. 

 
The highlight of the trip was realizing that 
Rwanda truly lives up to its name as ‘The 
land of a thousand hills’.  Driving through 
the countryside really allowed us to see 

the true beauty of Rwanda. 
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As part of the year 6 intake days, the new students  were  
invited to join in with a sports festival which was  run and  
organised by current Year 10 Btec P.E Students.
